Due to the massive earthquake in Haiti, there is a plea
out to churches to gather Health Kits. The need is
great. A complete kit includes the following items:
One hand towel, dark color recommended
One washcloth, dark color recommended
One bath-size bar (4-5 0z.) of soap, any brand,
in its original wrapping
One adult-size toothbrush in its original wrapping
One comb, wide toothed preferred, remove
packaging
One metal nail file or nail clippers with file
attached, remove packaging
Six Band-Aids® , or similar brand, Preferably 2"
to %4"; secure with a rubber band.
All items should be new and in good condition. Wrap
smaller items in the washcloth; wrap washcloth and
remaining items in the towel and tie securely with
ribbons or yarn. Do not enclose the kit or any of its
contents in plastic bags.

Complete kits or individual items will be accepted.
Thank you for your generosity to help those in dire
need.

Items can be dropped off at the Welcome Center or in
the basket just inside the East entrance.

Early Enrollment Opportunities

Enrolliment is Open for the Upcoming 2010-11 School Year

Parents, of three and four year old children! Are you interested in enrolling your child in a
Christian Preschool for the upcoming school year?

If your child is 3 before September 1%, you would want to consider the Preschool Class. Preschool
classes are held on Tuesday, & Thursday. The morning class is from 9:00 — 11:00 am. The afternoon
class is from 12:30 — 2:30pm. This class sometimes has more 3 %2 year old to early young 4’s
enrolled, (all depending on the nap routine in your child’s life).

Many parents have asked about our curriculum for the preschool level. Children are involved in key
socialization skills of learning how to play with other children. Their communication and vocabulary
increase as they play in our learning centers and join in circle time songs and Bible stories. A snack is
served each day. The cognitive skill of being able to name the eleven colors, meaningful counting,
naming and recognizing shapes are key components in our curriculum. Children are introduced to
starting to learn to write their first names. The preschool year introduces the child to a school and
classroom activities with planned creative art experiences and classroom skills.

The Pre-Kindergarten Classes are for children who are 4 before September 1%, and who are
planning on attending Kindergarten in the fall of 2011. Children are involved in playing with other
children; however, the daily schedule involves structured lessons. Each week the curriculum revolves
around learning a letter, and an introduction of the initial sound of each letter and how to write the
letter. Music is a key component of Circle time and Bible Story time. The fine motor skill of writing,
coloring, and cutting with a scissor are stressed in weekly planned art lessons. Gross motor and
group game activities help the development of the large muscles.

The Pre-Kindergarten Classes are held on Monday, Wednesday & Friday Morning or Afternoon. The
Morning session is from 8:30 — 11:00 am and the Afternoon Session is from 12:30 — 3:00pm.

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Could you be the Biggest Loser?

Yes, you could be the biggest loser, but unlike the game
show | won't be calculating the percentage of weight you've
gained or lost to define whether or not you're the Biggest
Loser (no thank you’s necessary). Our theme for Lent this
year takes its name from the popular television show, though
instead of talking about our weight, we will be talking about
our sin.

During Wednesdays this Lent you are invited to worship as
we explore the possibility that you could be the Biggest
Loser. Beginning Ash Wednesday, February 17, we’ll take a
look at some of the biggest losers in the bible. We'll hear
about losers like Caiaphas, Judas, a Moneychanger in the
temple, a voice from the mob that wants to kill Jesus,
Claudia the wife of Pilot, and Barabbas. Each of these is a
loser in some way, but each of these losers has something
important to tell us about ourselves and about Jesus.

Both Wednesday worship times will feature a dramatic skit
and a meal will be served between the worships. Like
previous years, the youth team will play at the second
Wednesday worship. As we examine the biblical cast of
losers, we'll examine ourselves to see if one of us could be
the Biggest Loser. For now, we’ll leave the judging up to
each of you.

While our sin may make us "losers," the good news is that
while we were still losers Jesus died for us. In John 12 Jesus
tells of his impending death saying, “The hour has come for
the Son of Man to be glorified. Very truly, I tell you, unless a
grain of wheat falls into the earth and dies, it remains just a
single grain; but if it dies, it bears much fruit. Those who love
their life lose it, and those who hate their life in this world will
keep it for eternal life. Whoever serves me must follow me,
and where | am, there will my servant be also. Whoever
serves me, the Father will honor.”

This Lent you are invited to worship and to explore the
possibility that you might be the Biggest Loser. More than
that, you will hear about Jesus your Savior and the power of
his death and resurrection for you, no matter how big of loser
you may feel like from time to time.

Maundy Thursday
Seder Worship

Ever since the time of Moses and
Aaron, the Jewish people have
remembered and celebrated the
Passover. This event is retold through
the Seder, which is a Hebrew word
meaning “ritual”. The Passover Seder is
a ritual meal during which the symbolic
foods are tasted and the story of Israel’s
deliverance and redemption is retold.

The Passover Seder will be celebrated
during a special worship service on
Maundy Thursday, April 1% at 7 p.m. in
the Great Hall. Included in this service is
a portrayal of the Last Supper. A
traditional Maundy Thursday worship
service is held in the sanctuary at 5:30
p.m. Communion will be served at both
services.
