         Words from the Pastor �
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“The word of the Lord came to me: Mortal, set your f ace toward Jerusalem and preach against the 
sanctuaries; prophesy against the land of Israel an d say to the land of Israel, Thus says the Lord:  I  am 
coming against you, and will draw my sword out of i ts sheath, and will cut off from you both righteous  
and wicked.”   Ezekiel 21:1-3 

“When the days drew near for him to be taken up, Jes us set his face to go to Jerusalem.”   Luke 9:51 

Luke 9:51 is the hinge in the good news according to Luke.  Prior to this point in Luke, Jesus has been 
traveling from village to village preaching and teaching but now in chapter 9 verse 51 his ministry becomes 
much more focused.  Jesus is now intent on going to Jerusalem.  Nothing will stop him as he remains obedient 
to his Father in heaven.  He is determined to go to the cross.  On his journey to the cross Jesus encounters all 
sorts of people; sinners just like you and I.  As he travels he teaches with parables that challenge their 
traditional beliefs.  In the parable of the Good Samaritan the hero of the story is an enemy of the Jews!  He 
regularly criticizes the Pharisees, the religious leaders of the time, for their focus on things that are external 
while inside they are full of greed and wickedness.  Tax collectors and sinners gathered around him to listen to 
him.  His journey to Jerusalem is one encounter after another with people who were traditionally considered 
not fit for the kingdom.  You and I can be thankful for this journey.   

In Ezekiel we see the wrath of God at work.  God tells Ezekiel to turn his face toward Jerusalem, to the 
rebellious nation of Israel and instructs him to prophesy against them.  Tell them, “Thus says the Lord; I am 
coming against you.”  Israel had turned away from God.  They had turned to worshipping idols.  Although God 
had chosen them and had delivered them out of slavery in Egypt and given them the land he had promised 
they quickly forgot and turned to their own interests.  God sent prophets like Ezekiel and Isaiah to warn them 
and to tell them what was about to happen to them.  We see in the Old Testament a rhythm of Israel falling 
away, God punishing and then God delivering them.  The weak link has always been the human side of this 
relationship.  God always provided.  God always kept his end of the deal.  We continually failed and so the 
rhythm continued.  God has now broken that rhythm.  We have once again turned away from God so God 
removed the human element in the equation for salvation. 

In this season of Lent we now see God at work to bring salvation to all of creation.  He sent his Son Jesus 
Christ to be the atoning sacrifice for us all.  In this season of Lent we see Jesus on his ultimate journey.  He 
has set his face to go to Jerusalem.  He is determined to do his Fathers will and nothing he encounters along 
the way will stop him from going to Jerusalem where he will pay the ultimate price for your sins.  Make no 
mistake about it; Jesus did this because of your sins.  He suffered and died because of your brokenness.  
What is truly amazing about this is that Jesus did this willingly, lovingly for you.  Jesus truly did set his face to 
go to Jerusalem so that your sins could be forgiven.  He took the wrath of God that no human can survive upon 
himself saving you from the consequences of sin.  Because he turned his face to go to Jerusalem you have 
peace with God forever.  All who call on the name of Jesus and believe that he died for their sins will be saved.

Ever since the time of Moses and Aaron, the 
Jewish people have remembered and celebrated 
the Passover. This event is retold through the 
Seder, which is a Hebrew word meaning “ritual”. 
The Passover Seder is a ritual meal during which 
the symbolic foods are tasted and the story of 
Israel’s deliverance and redemption is retold. 
 

The Passover Seder will be celebrated during a 
special worship service on Maundy Thursday, April 
1st at 7 p.m. in the Great Hall. Included in this 
service is a portrayal of the Last Supper. A 
traditional Maundy Thursday worship service is 
held in the sanctuary at 5:30 p.m.
